The sisters from Bethesda, Maryland founded buildgirls.org. Build Girls supports several
initiatives to accomplish its mission, including facilitating discovery dinners, interviews,
information discussions, guest speakers, hosting events and launching competitions.

One of those competitions is a "build a bridge" TikTok contest. High school girls can make a TikTok
or YouTube video, from 15 to 60 seconds long, using a Taylor Swift song, and including something
that involves a bridge. It can be a famous bridge, a beautiful bridge, or participants can make a
bridge pose, for example.
